under master Bills of Lading of CU LINES PTE LTD.

We,  _____________________ having our registered office at __________________________________________ hereby confirm that our Company has fulfilled all requirements under the provisions of Section 30 of the Customs Act, 1962 and notifications issued amending the Import Manifest (Vessels) Regulations, 1971 to entitle us, as multi-modal operators / break-bulk agents / consolidators / freight forwarders / NVOCC’s, to file Import Manifests for House Bills of Lading issued by our Overseas Principals. 

We are duly registered with Nhava sheva Customs who have assigned us registration No. ______________ dated ___________, a copy of the relevant advice from Customs is attached for your review & records. 
 
In this connection we wish to advise that we would like to implement the facility provided by the Customs entitling us to file Directly an IGM manifesting House bills of lading released by our Overseas Principals covered under your principals 
M/S. CU LINES PTE LTD.’s Master Bills of Lading. In order to protect the Carrier's / the Main Line Agents / the Slot Agents interests, we hereby declare, guarantee & undertake the following: 
1. Once you manifest our shipment covered under the Master bill of lading by showing ourselves as a consignee, we undertake to pay you all your local charges applicable including the freight, if payable, obtain the Line Number to enable us to file our own manifest with Customs/Port/CFS covering our Principals House bills of lading by  splitting / sub-dividing the specific manifested Line number as directed by Customs depending on the number of House bills of lading released by our overseas Principals covered under the mentioned Master bill of lading. This splitting
 / sub-dividing facility would facilitate smooth delivery to our respective Customers indicated in our House bills of lading.  If any delay or any error is entailed or any consequential amendment of the manifest/addition/deletion is subsequently necessitated, we undertake to pay any Customs fine or Penalty that may be imposed on you relating thereto or thereby. 
2. We undertake to remove the containers pertaining to our shipments to the nominated site or CFS premises for de-stuffing & delivering the cargo to the ultimate consignees under due Customs supervision at our own cost & expenses. We further undertake to return the empty container at the storage yard nominated by you within 5 free days i.e. free period of 5 days from the date of landing of the loaded container. In the event of any delay for any reason whatsoever in returning the empty container to your nominated storage yard beyond the free days, we hereby undertake and guarantee you that we would pay to yourselves on demand the container detention charges for the extra days as per your tariff, a copy whereof has been provided to us and the rates prescribed are acceptable to us.
3. If any container upon its return is found damaged in any manner between the period when the Container is removed by us and re-delivered to yourselves / your nominated site, we undertake and guarantee to pay to yourselves on demand all the cost & expenses for repairs including the surveyor’s fees. 

4. If any container is lost whilst in our possession, i.e. from the time of delivery to us/ our nominees till its return to your nominated storage yard, we hereby undertake and guarantee to pay to you on demand the entire cost of the container i.e. ……... Rs 2,71,000/20' & Rs 5,42,000/40’ plus the Customs duty that may be applicable at the relevant time and any fine / penalty / interest that may become payable by you by reason of non-export of the Container within the statutory period of 6 months from the date of its importation. 

5. In case of any loss of life or injury caused due to accident involving the Container(s) or if any damage be caused to any property by the Container(s) between the period of removal and return thereof, we irrevocably & unconditionally    agree to indemnify you against all claims, liabilities, cost & expenses including the legal cost & expenses that may be made against you or against your Principals by any party. We undertake all responsibilities & liabilities of any type whatsoever for payments & settlements with the third parties in such a situation.
6. Should any contraband cargo / offending goods be detected / found in any of our shipments & if the Customs or any other authorities such as Special Investigation & Intelligence Unit of Customs, the Central Bureau of Investigation or the Directorate Revenue of Intelligence or any other local authority for any reason would like to examine the cargo or investigate the matter meant for our customers covered under our House bills of lading, we undertake to communicate with Customs or any other statutory authorities as may be concerned directly on receipt of the advices from you or from the authorities and to bear any fines / penalties  that may be imposed on you / your Principals  by the statutory authorities in relation to the cargo covered by our House Bills of Lading . If the return of empty exceeds 5 days due to any such dispute, we agree and undertake to pay you the container detention charges on demand for the full period of delay in returning the Container(s).
7. We undertake and guarantee that the responsibilities by splitting & sub-dividing the Master bill of lading Line number will be done by us as per our House bills of lading. We also undertake to be fully responsible for all major or minor amendments with Customs without involving you either directly or indirectly. We undertake and guarantee that we will follow all the Central, State Government and Local Authorities Rules & Regulations & exercise due diligence while issuing Delivery Orders to our Customers under our House Bills of Lading.
8. We hereby indemnify undertake and guarantee to hold you & your Principals absolved from all liabilities, such as Consignees Claims for any shortages or damages, any type of Customs penalties or fines including penalties under Indian Customs Act including but not restricted to penalties under Section 116, the Port Authorities any type of dues or charges including the auction Sale Deficit charges or any other local authorities’ dues including Stamp duty related to our House Bills of Lading.
9. Since the referred cargo is of critical nature and the temperature has to be   maintained at a degree as declared in the Bill of Lading we, apart from the liabilities covered in Clause No. 8, also undertake the responsibility that in the event cargoes get damaged due to variation in the temperature due to any reasons from the time of discharge of the container from the vessel till the time all the cargoes in the container are fully de-stuffed and delivered to the respective consignees.
10. We undertake & guarantee you that in case of any Show Cause Notices being issued by any Statutory Authorities concerning the consignments covered by the House Bill of Ladings manifested by us, the same shall be dealt with by us Directly right from the stage of initiation of proceedings till the entire completion of such proceedings, relating to our House bills of lading.
11. We are fully aware that it takes several years to initiate proceedings by statutory authorities; for adjudication of such proceedings and thereafter till the culmination / final resolution of such proceedings including but not restricted to Customs investigations concerning our House Bills of Lading. Therefore, this instrument is to be a continuing one and the undertakings, guarantees and indemnities contained in this instrument would continue to remain in force from year to year till the full and conclusive resolution of all claims, matters, liabilities, payments of whatsoever nature concerning the consignments covered by our House Bills of Lading.
